1. Approval of this plan will require the Board of Health, pursuant to CMR 15.405(1)(h)(b), grant a local upgrade approval to aloe a septic tank have in liquid depth fewer than four feet to be installed only if necessary. Fair moved to approve Local Upgrade. Hillman seconded. Motion passed.

2. Approval of this plan will require the Board of Health, pursuant to CMR 15.405(1)(h)(2), grant a local upgrade approval to reduce the separation of the bottom of the leaching area from the estimated seasonal high groundwater from four feet to two feet. Fair moved to approve Local upgrade. Hillman seconded. Motion passed. (FYI: This is a Presby System)

4. Fair issued COC (Certificate of Compliance) to 151 Montague Road.
5. Received from Marcus Millett of Homestead, Inc., Title 5 Inspection Report dated 7/25/2019 for 21 Teawaddle Hill Road. System passes. Received from Dan Smith checl #753, dated 7/24/2019 for $150.00 for Title 5.

The Leverett Board of Health has determined that an emergency public health issue exists at 42 Shutesbury Road. A beaver dam has raised the level of Doolittle Brook and flooded the occupants shallow well. The dam should be breeched ASAP by the town of Leverett.

The family will continue to look for an animal control company to remove the beavers. In the mean time any further attempt by the beavers to reconstruct the dam will require the Leverett Highway Department to destroy the dam.
