To see if the Town will vote to appropriate $8,000 from the Community Preservation Fund Balance reserved for Historic Preservation, to provide funds to the Leverett Historical Society to pay 50% of the total cost of a “Systems Replacement Plan” for the Moore’s Corner Schoolhouse/Museum, or take any action relative thereto.

ARTICLE SIXTEEN:
To  authorize the Selectboard, pursuant to M.G.L. c. 44B, § 12, to appropriate and transfer the sum of $81,000 as follows: $50,000 from the Community Preservation Fund Open Space Reserve and $31,000 from the Community Preservation Fund Unreserved Fund Balance in order to permanently conserve land located between Depot Road and Long Hill Road consisting of  91± acres of land identified as Map 5, Lots 33 and 33b as approved by the Leverett Community Preservation Committee; and to authorize the Leverett Conservation Commission to accept and hold a Conservation Restriction as defined in M.G.L.c. 184, Sections 31 and 32 on said 91±  acres, or take any action relative thereto.
ARTICLE SEVENTEEN:
To see if the Town will vote to allow the existing wooden posts installed in dedication to a student’s death to be replaced with permanent stone posts and to allow the existing wooden bench to be replaced with a permanent stone bench on the back woods edge of the green space between the Leverett Elementary School and the Leverett Library in accordance with Article 15 of the May 2021 Annual Town Meeting, or take any action relative thereto.
